Pool Rules at a Glance for the 2021 Season: 

�x�� Capacity limited to 30% (which = 71 patrons each 2 hour period if operating at full capacity is 
permitted).  

�x�� Sign up to use the pool in advance using a reservation system. 

�x�� Waivers signed by each patron. 

�x�� Close the pool every 2 hours for cleaning. 

�x�� No community furniture on the pool deck (patrons can bring their own furniture). 

�x��  No parties or large gatherings. 

�x��  No guests. 

�x�� No food permitted. 

�x��  Maintain social distancing and wear face masks when not in the pool. 
 
Individuals are encouraged to familiarize themselves with the symptoms associated with COVID-
19, which include fever or chills, shortness of breath or difficulty breathing, fatigue, and muscle 
and body aches, and not to visit the pool if feeling unwell to help prevent the spread of germs.
